of ani mal s;

"Ani mal s" includes wild aninmals, donestic animals, poultry
and ot her birds, and hatching eggs;

"Ani mal products" means any edi bl e or inedible substance
derived in whole or in part from ani mals;

"Approved disinfectant” nmeans a germ ci dal agent approved
for use in a specific state-federal ani mal di sease control and
eradi cati on program

"Board" neans the board of agriculture, State of Hawaii;

"Carrier" neans any ship, vessel, airplane, or other
conveyance used to transport animals; or its master, commandi ng
of ficer, owner, |ocal manager, or agent;

“Departnent” neans departnent of agriculture, State of
Hawai i ;

"Di vision" means division of animal industry, departnent of
agricul ture;

"Division head" neans the chief or senior officer of the
di vision of animal industry;

"Donestic ani mal s" includes horses, nules, asses, cattle,
sheep, goats, sw ne, dogs, cats, poultry, and other aninals main-
tained in the donmestic state; includes poultry and hatchi ng eggs;

"Effects" includes ropes, halters, harnesses, buckets,
stalls, crates, pens, stables, feed, feed bags, and ot her
equi pnent used to handle, confine, maintain, or transport
ani mal s;

"I nspector” neans a veterinarian or |ivestock inspector in
the division of animal industry or USDA

"Interstate health certificate" neans an official docunent
i ssued by an accredited veterinarian or a state or federal
veterinary officer certifying that the animals being shipped are
free fromexternal parasites and synptons of transm ssible
di sease and providing all other information and test results
required for acceptance by the state of destination;

"Li censed veterinarian" means a veterinarian having a
current, valid license to practice veterinary nedicine in the
State of Hawaii;

"Prem ses" neans a piece of property, including any structure
on it;

"Provisional quarantine" neans tenporary or conditional
guar anti ne;

"Quarantine" neans the isolation of an aninmal or aninmals on
prem ses or in areas specified by the division; the designation
gi ven such prem ses or areas. No aninmals may be renoved from or
be added to such prem ses or areas except as permtted by the
di vi si on;

"Shi pmaster's declaration” neans an official state form
whi ch nust be conpleted and submtted by a carrier providing
informati on on aninmals and birds transported,

"State veterinarian" neans a qualified veterinarian in the
di vision of animal industry, departnent of agriculture,
desi gnated by the board of agriculture;

"Transm ssi bl e di sease"” neans any contagi ous, infectious, or
comuni cabl e di sease of ani mals;

"Uni form Met hods and Rul es” neans reconmended m ni mum
st andards adopted by USDA for the achievenent of goals in state-
federal animal disease control and eradication prograns;

"USDA" nmeans United States Departnent of Agriculture; and

(2) Nunber of sw ne on board, including those born en route;

en route, with the circunstances of the deaths or
injuries.

(b) Carriers shall be responsible for securely confining
swine for entry at the pier or airport until novenent is
aut horized by an inspector. Swine in transit to ports beyond
Hawai i shall not be off-I|oaded for any purpose unless authorized
by the state veterinarian or an agent.

(c) Carriers shall not off-load and di spose of manure except
under the supervision of an inspector.

under quarantine for hog cholera or any other sw ne
di sease;

(2) Have originated in a herd in which there have been no
cases of pseudorabies during the twelve-nonth period
precedi ng shipnment; and, for breeding and feeder sw ne,
al so have been tested and found negative to the serum
neutralization test for pseudorabies conducted by a
state, federal, or other USDA-approved |aboratory within
thirty days before shipnent. They shall be retested
thirty days after arrival

(3) Are free fromexternal parasites and synptons of
transm ssi bl e di seases and have not had recent exposure
to these di seases;

(4) Have not been fed raw garbage; and

(5) Are identified by a slap brand or eartag and the
identification is recorded or described on the health
certificate.

(f) Quarantine restriction shall be lifted after the herd
has either been depopul ated and the prem ses cl eaned and
di sinfected or has passed two consecutive negative tests for
brucell osis at | east ninety days apart.

(g) Herds in validated counties shall be tested as required
in the Uniform Methods and Rules to nmaintain validation of the
county.

(h) Herds in non-validated counties shall be tested as
required in the Uniform Methods and Rules to maintain individual
herd validation.
