SUBCHAPTER 1
GENERAL PROVI SI ONS

84-23-1 bjective. This chapter shall govern the
procedures of the departnent of agriculture pertaining to the

prevention and control of horse diseases in the State. [Eff.
10/5/81] (Auth: HRS 8142-2) (Ilnp: HRS 88142-2 and 142-3)

84-23-2 Definitions. As used in this chapter, unless
context otherw se requires:

"Accredited veterinarian" neans a veterinarian certified
by federal and state animal health authorities to participate
in cooperative disease control activities, including
execution of health certificates for the interstate and
i nternational novenent of aninals;

"Carrier" means any ship, vessel, airplane, or other
conveyance used to transport animals; or its master,
commandi ng officer, owner, |ocal manager, or agent;

"Division" neans division of animl industry, departnent
of agriculture;

"Division head" neans the chief or senior officer of the
di vision of aninmal industry;

"Effects" includes ropes, halters, harnesses, buckets,
stalls, crates, pens, stables, feed, feed bags, and other
equi pnent used to handle, confine, maintain, or transport
ani mal s;

"Equi ne encephal onyelitis" is sleeping sickness of horses;

"Equi ne infectious anema (EIA)" is swanp fever;

"Horses" includes nmul es and asses;

"I nspector” neans a veterinarian or |ivestock inspector of
t he division of animal industry or USDA

"Interstate health certificate" neans an official docunent
i ssued by an accredited veterinarian or a state or federal
veterinary officer certifying that the animls being shipped
are free fromexternal parasites and synptons of
transm ssi bl e di sease and providing all other information and
test results required for acceptance by the state of
destinati on;

"Prem ses" neans a piece of property, including any
structure on it;

"Quarantine" neans the isolation of an animal or animals
on prem ses or in areas specified by the division; the

desi gnation given such prem ses or areas. No aninals may be
renmoved fromor be added to such prem ses or areas except as
permtted by the division;

"Shi pmaster's declaration"” neans an official state form
whi ch nust be conpl eted and submtted by a carrier providing
informati on on aninmals and birds transported,

"State veterinarian" neans a qualified veterinarian in the
division of animal industry, departnent of agriculture,
desi gnated by the board of agriculture;

"Transm ssi bl e di sease" neans any contagi ous, infectious,
or conmuni cabl e di sease of ani mal s;

"USDA" nmeans United States Departnent of Agriculture; and

"Vacci ne" neans a suspension of |ive, attenuated or killed
m croorgani snms such as bacteria and viruses used for the
prevention or treatnment of infectious diseases. [Eff.

SUBCHAPTER 2
| MPORT REQUI REMENTS

84-23-3 Regulatory jurisdiction. (a) Inportations of
horses from areas under the jurisdiction and control of the
United States are subject to the rules of the departnent.

(b) Inportations of horses fromforeign countries,
besi des conplying with departnment requirenents, shall not
violate federal regulations. [Eff. 10/5/81] (Auth: HRS

84-23-4 Entry into State. (a) No horses shall be
allowed entry 1nto the State unless all pre-entry
requi renents have been net.

(b) Landing or renoval of horses froma carrier for
pur poses of inspection or quarantine shall not constitute
entry into the State for any purpose what soever.

(c) No effects of horses shall be brought into the State
unl ess authorized by an inspector of the departnent.

84-23-5 Ports of entry. Horses may be entered through
any official port or alrport in the State. [Eff. 10/5/81]

84-23-6 Carrier responsibility. (a) Carriers
transporting horses through any port in the State or |anding
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84-23-6

horses at any port within the State shall, on arrival, submt
a shipmaster's declaration to the division providing the
foll ow ng information:

(1) Name and address of owner, inporter, consignor,

consi gnee, and port of origin of the horses;

(2) Nunmber of horses on board, including those born en

route; and

(3) Nunmber of horses which have died or have been injured

en route, with the circunstances of the deaths or
injuries.

(b) Carriers shall be responsible for securely confining
horses for entry at the pier or airport until novenent is
aut hori zed by an inspector.

(c) Horses in transit to ports beyond Hawaii shall not be
of f-1 oaded for any purpose unless authorized by the state
veterinarian or an agent.

(d) Carriers shall not off-load and di spose of manure
except under the supervision of an inspector. [Eff. 10/5/81]

84-23-7 Preshipnent requirenents. Horses for entry shal
be acconpanied by a health certiticate i ssued by an
accredited veterinarian or a state or federal veterinary
officer within seven days before shipnment. The certificate
shal | give a description of each animal, including breed,
sex, age, and identifying marks or scars, and shall certify
that the horses descri bed:

(1) Are free fromexternal parasites and synptons of
transm ssi bl e di seases and have not had recent
exposure to these di seases;

(2) Have originated in an area in which equine
encephal onyelitis has not occurred in the six-nonth
period i medi ately preceding the date of shipnent;

(3) Have been inocul ated by an accredited veterinarian
with one or nore doses, as recomrended by the
manuf acturer, of a USDA-approved equi ne
encephal onmyelitis vaccine to provide protection
agai nst the type or types of equine encephal onyelitis
experienced in the area of origin. The date or dates
of vaccination shall be stated on the certificate.
The ani mal s shall not be eligible for shipnment until a
m ni mum period of fifteen days has el apsed foll ow ng
conpl etion of the vaccination procedure;

(4) Have been tested and found negative to the Coggins or
ot her USDA- approved test for equine infectious anem a
at a state, federal, or private | aboratory accredited
by the USDA to conduct this test within ninety days
before shipnment. The results, date of test, and nane
of the laboratory shall be stated on the certificate;

and
(5) Have been conpl etely sponged or sprayed, thoroughly
wetting the mane and tail, under the supervision of a

state, federal, or accredited veterinarian in the

of mal at hi on wettabl e powder, or other USDA-approved
pesticide, within seven days before shipnent. [Eff.

84-23-8 Post-shi pnent requirenents. (a) Horses for
entry shall be 1 nspected by the state veterinarian or an
agent on arrival and treated for external parasites by the
owner under the supervision of an inspector.

(b) Any indication of transm ssible disease at the tinme of
i nspection shall be sufficient reason to quarantine any or
all of the animals in the shipnment at prem ses approved by
the state veterinarian.

(c) Al expenses in connection with the segregation
treatnent, destruction, and di sposal of the quarantined
animal s shall be borne by the owner, inporter, or consignee.

(d) Al horses arriving in the State shall be held in
i solation on the owner's premses until retested for equine
i nfecti ous anem a by the Coggi ns or other USDA-approved test
conducted at the veterinary |aboratory of the division
forty-five to sixty days following entry. Any positive
reactor revealed by this test shall:

(1) Wthin fifteen days followi ng notification of the
reaction, be freeze-branded on the left neck by the
state veterinarian or an agent with a design
consi sting of "95A" followed by a nunber assigned to
the particular reactor by the division; and

(2) Be automatically quarantined on prem ses indefinitely,
except that it may be noved for slaughter under
witten permt issued by the state veterinarian.

84-23-9 Relating to the use of quarantine station
facilities. (a) Owers of horses held at officral or
authori zed quarantine stations shall:

(3) Pronptly renove any dead animals fromthe quarantine
station grounds when directed to do so by the state
veterinarian.
