Molokai Irrigation Tasks:

The Distribution line was flushed out on the 9™ of January, no problems with flush valves. The
Transmission line was also flushed on the 14" and 15" of January also with no problems. Spraying was
done on both the Transmission line and the distribution line.

Service was done on the mower but now have problems with the Modular Hydraulic which makes the
mower hard to turn. Mechanics here thinks the problem is related to the foam filled tires that was done
to eliminate the constant patching or purchasing of new tires that made us spend more time on the tires
than the actual mowing. The Polaris was also serviced for preventive maintenance.

On the 22 of January the crew went through the tunnel into Waikolu Valley to do routine maintenance
work and check the system. Flushed all dams and cleaned gratings of rocks and debris. Cleaned the
roadway and weed-whacked around the pumps and junction boxes.

Work at the Reservoir is on going to try and keep the vegetation down as well as the shrubs and trees. A
lot of time has been spent at the Reservoir due to much problems with mower and it always happen
when its rainy season.

Other tasks performed was cleaning and exposing the valve covers on the dirt roads in the Hoolehua
area.
