1. State in detail the reasons for introduction (include use or purpose).

Act 223 (SLH 2021) requires DLNR-DAR to "establish a pilot project to restock northern largemouth bass, butterfly
peacock bass, or both, in the Wahiawa public fishing area" by January 1, 2023. The law further requires DAR to
apply to the Board of Agriculture for a permit to import the northern largemouth bass and butterfly peacock bass.
Restocking the reservoir with new stocks of northern largemouth bass and butterfly peacock bass will refresh the
genetic diversity of these fish populations, thereby enhancing preexisting populations for recreational fishing.

The butterfly peacock bass will be maintained at AFRC and/or the Wahiawa Middle School Hatehery for brood
stock. The brood stock fish will be maintained for their reproductive life-span to produce offspring for stocking only
in the Wahiawa Reservoir and when no longer needed and/or mortality occurs specimens will destroyed by freezing
and disposed of in a permitted landfill.
