1. Request for:  (1) A Finding that the Unrestricted Intra-Island Movement of Agricultural 
Commodities, Including But Not Limited to Live Plants, Propagative Plant Parts, Cut 
Flowers, Fruits, Vegetables, Green Waste, and Plant Propagation Media Within the 
Island of Oahu, Constitutes an Emergency Justifying Issuance of an Interim Rule to 
Prevent the Spread of the Little Fire Ant, Wasmannia auropunctata; and  
 
(2) A Finding that the Issuance of an Interim Rule to Restrict the Intra-Island 
Movement of Agricultural Commodities, Including But Not Limited to Live Plants, 
Propagative Plant Parts, Cut Flowers, Fruits, Vegetables, Green Waste, and Plant 
Propagation Media on the Island of Oahu, is Required to Prevent the Spread of the 
Little Fire Ant, Wasmannia auropunctata to Un-infested Areas Within the Island of
