II. Approval of minutes from last meetings
a. 
Minutes of the Advisory Committee on Pesticides convened on June 13, 2017

After reviewing the minutes for the meeting held on June 13, 2017 a motion was made by committee member Reginald Hasegawa to accept the minutes as submitted.  The motion was seconded by committee member Cynthia Rezentes.  Motion passed unanimously.

b.
 Minutes of the Advisory Committee on Pesticides convened on Sep 6, 2018

After reviewing the minutes for the meeting held on September 6, 2018 a motion was made by committee member J.P. Bingham to accept the minutes as submitted.  The motion was seconded by committee member Arnold Hara.  Motion passed unanimously.

 Comments from the General Public on Agenda Items

IV.  Requests for Review by the Advisory Committee on Pesticides

a. Proposed (1) Establishment of External list of Restricted Use Pesticides, Pursuant to Section 4-66-32, Hawaii Administrative Rules (as Amended and Compiled effective August 23, 2019); and (2) Grandfathering of the List Previously Maintained within Section 4-66-32(e), Hawaii Administrative Rules (as Amended and Compiled effective December 16, 2006), and to grandfather old list into the Newly Established External List.
After discussion to ensure clarity on what it means to move this list outside of the Hawaii Administrative Rules and the Board of Agriculture’s intention to grandfather the list of pesticides that resided within the former Administrative rules, a motion was made by committee member Cynthia Rezentes to approve the following: 

(1) Establishment of External list of Restricted Use Pesticides, Pursuant to Section 4-66-32, Hawaii Administrative Rules (as Amended and Compiled effective August 23, 2019); and (2) Grandfathering of the List Previously Maintained within Section 4-66-32(e), Hawaii Administrative Rules (as Amended and Compiled effective December 16, 2006), and to grandfather old list into the Newly Established External List.
The motion was seconded by committee member Reginald Hasegawa.  There was no discussion.  The motion passed unanimously.
b. Proposed Amendment to list of Restricted Use Pesticides, maintained externally by Section 4-66-32, Hawaii Administrative Rules, to Include New Active Ingredient, Cyantraniliprole.
There was a brief discussion on what is the nature of the pesticide.  Program Manager John McHugh explained to the group that cyantraniliprole is an active ingredient for a number of different insecticide products.  Cyantraniliprole has been shown to be a potential groundwater contaminant and, as such, is added to the list of State Restricted Use Pesticides even though the Section 3 label for products containing the active ingredient are Non-Restricted Use Pesticides.  
A motion was made by committee member Arnold Hara to approve the Proposed Amendment to list of Restricted Use Pesticides, maintained externally pursuant to Section 4-66-32, Hawaii Administrative Rules, to Include New Active Ingredient, Cyantraniliprole.    The motion was seconded by committee member Cynthia Rezentes.  There was no discussion.  The motion passed unanimously.
c. Proposed Amendment to list of Restricted Use Pesticides, maintained externally by Section 4-66-32, Hawaii Administrative Rules, to Include New Active Ingredient, Chlorpyrifos.
Pesticides Branch Case Development employee, Victoria Matsumura, explained to the committee why chlorpyrifos is proposed to be added to the list of State Restricted Use Pesticides.  There are 21 different products containing chlorpyrifos as an active ingredient licensed in the State of Hawaii.  9 of those products are not Restricted Use.  By making the active ingredient chlorpyrifos a State Restricted Use Pesticide all 21 products become RUPs.  As such, a certified applicators license is required to purchase any product containing chlorpyrifos.  Additionally, the use of chlorpyrifos, in the State of Hawaii, is by temporary permit only up until December 31, 2022.  Adding chlorpyrifos to the State Restricted list ensures that enforcement of the sale and use permits for the chlorpyrifos products is consistent across all uses.

A motion was made by committee member Reginald Hasegawa to approve the addition of chlorpyrifos to the State Restricted Use Pesticide list.  The motion was seconded by committee member Arnold Hara.  There was no discussion.  The motion passed unanimously.
