Summary of the newly proposed Chapter 4-186, Hawaii Administrative Rules 
follows: 
 
 

1. Definitions. 
2. Incorporation of the National Institute of Standards and Technology 

Handbook 44 and Handbook 130, 2018 Edition. 
3. Requires substantiation of special additive claims. 
4. Requires product compliance with advertising or labeled claims. 
5. Prohibits misrepresentations. 
6. Provides specifications for petroleum products. 
7. Provides specifications for brake fluid. 
8. Provides specifications for antifreeze coolants and automotive coolants. 
9. Provides specifications for lubricants. 
10. Provides that petroleum products shall be in accord with the appropriate 

Hawaii standard petroleum measurement table. 
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
