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Hawaii’s hired agricultural workforce remained unchanged at 5,000 workers in the first half of the calendar
year, 2023.! The number of hours worked per hired worker in the two reference weeks increased
marginally by 1.7% when compared to the corresponding period in the previous year. However, the gross
wage rate paid to hired workers increased to a high of $20.44 per hour during the week of April 9-15, 2023.

Hawaii agribusinesses hired 158 guest workers on H-2A visas at the end of March 31, 2023, 20% higher
compared to 132 workers in the same period last year. The gross wage rate at the high-end range paid to
guest workers was $3.19 an hour lower (16%) than that for all hired farm workers.? The distribution for H-
2A workers employed locally by agricultural classification was as follows: apiculture (26), coffee (6),
livestock (3), and general farm workers (123).
